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· Ways to connect to JSTOR:

· The Hazen Intranet page

· Directly at www.jstor.org
· Through the WATSONLINE record for a periodical.  Click on Full-text from JSTOR.  (E.G. Burlington Magazine).

· Content/Scope:

· JSTOR is an archive of scholarly journals in multiple disciplines.  Date coverage is from the first issue of publication of a journal to within 3-6 years of its most recent print publication.  For e.g., Burlington Magazine is available from 1903-2000.  This is what JSTOR calls a moving wall – meaning that every year the coverage will increase and move forward so that next year Burlington Magazine will include everything up to 2001, etc.

· The entire journal content is scanned and made available online.  This means that you get articles, including footnotes and bibliography, reviews, the front and back matter of a journal, advertisements, gallery adds, etc.  All of it is completely searchable – every word on every page.

· We subscribe to the full content in JSTOR – use Browse to see what periodicals titles are included in JSTOR.  Browsing is also useful when you have an exact citation.  You can use Browse to navigate down to the article.

· Printing: 
To print an article click on the word PRINT (either below the article citation in the Results list or at the top of the JSTOR page if you are viewing the article).  Then click on  “Proceed with printing using PDF: High Quality*“.  The article will automatically load in Adobe Acrobat.  Use the print icon from the Adobe Acrobat Toolbar to print.  N.B. Do not use the Browser’s print icon.

· Emailing an article:
· From the Adobe Acrobat Toolbar, click the email icon.  
· Choose option, “Send Copy of the entire PDF file as an attachment”.
· Saving an article:
· From the Adobe Acrobat Toolbar, click the Save icon.

· Or from JSTOR, you can click the “DOWNLOAD” option (either below the article citation in the Results list or at the top of the JSTOR page if you are viewing the article), then click on “PDF High Quality” under PDF Format.

· Saving Citations:

You can save citations by clicking on the “Save Citations” link below the article citation in your Results list.  You can then email or print these citations.  (Citations are only saved for a single JSTOR session.)

N.B.  In the email, you will get the citation with a link to the text of the article.  Because JSTOR is a subscription resource, you have to be within the Museum’s IP range to access that text.

· Page of First Match:  
This link underneath the article citation will bring you directly to the page where one or more of your search terms are matched.  It is a good way to assess relevancy.  Currently not working in the Caption search.  (Should be fixed by mid-March).

· Reference Linking: 

Reference Linking allows users to follow a link from a reference in an article (footnote or endnote) directly to the cited (or referenced) article.  This functionality currently only includes links between journals archived in JSTOR, though it will eventually be expanded to include external links as well.  Approximately 18,000 links are currently available from a small number of journals.  JSTOR expects to complete retrospective reference capture for all current holdings in 2007.
1. To show how Reference Linking works go to http://www.jstor.org/help/reference.linking.html.  
2. Click through the various ways of viewing a reference link: Article page image, Article information page, PDF.
3. To show an example: search for the following article by Scott McEathron: Wordsworth, Lyrical Ballads, and the Problem of Peasant Poetry.  
· Accessing JSTOR content via Search Engines (Google):

JSTOR has released a new crawl site to enable search engines to index the scholarly literature in the archive.  (This crawl site is available to public search engines who sign a license agreement with JSTOR and contain the full-text or optical character recognition (OCR) files for the majority of journals participating in JSTOR.)  

The first such crawl site is Google.  More than two million of the full-length articles and book reviews archived by JSTOR are searchable in both Google and Google Scholar.  Thus, if someone searches Google or Google Scholar within the Museum’s IP range, they will be able to access the JSTOR full-text articles directly.

Examples:


Google

1. Go to www.google.com
2. Search for: bronze david "pope hennessy "

3. Look for the results from JSTOR and click on them to get to the JSTOR article.

Google Scholar
1.  Go to http://scholar.google.com/
2.  Go to Advanced Scholar Search


3.  Type pope-hennessy in the Author field

4.  Type donatello medici in the “With all the words” field

5.  Look for the results from JSTOR and click on them to get to the JSTOR article.
· “Search the full-text content only”:
As an archive, JSTOR typically does not contain recently published articles.  However, for a subset of its journals, JSTOR is able to display the citation information and a link to the full-text of recent articles as provided by other online resources, such as, for example, Project Muse.  In order to gain access to these articles, we need to subscribe to that resource.

You may choose to exclude the links to recent content in your search results by marking the checkbox next to "Search full-text content only".
Search Operators:

· Can use Boolean logic and operators; AND, OR, NOT.

· AND is the default operator.  A space = AND.
· Use quotes to search for exact phrases; “german expressionism”.

· Use parentheses to nest your terms:
· Caravaggio (“counter reformation” OR tridentine)

· Wildcards & Truncation:
· Wildcard symbol = ?
· ? = 0 or 1 characters.  E.G. Brueg?el will retrieve Brueghel or Bruegel

· ??? = 0 or 3 characters.  Paint???  will retrieve paint, paints, painting but not painterly.
· Truncation symbol = *
· * = indefinite truncation, i.e. 0 or many characters.  E.G. photo* will find photo, photocopy, photos, photographer, photography and all other words that begin with photo.

· * may be used within a word to search for alternate spellings, or at the end of a word to find variations on a word stem.

N.B. You can also use the wildcard and truncation symbols in combination:
E.G. colo?r photo*
Which Search Interface to Choose:


· Basic and Expert search are exactly the same with the exception that Expert search gives you options to narrow/limit your search.  


· Advanced search is a guided search.  It offers input boxes with directions (all words, any words, exact phrase, etc.)  It also possible to narrow in Advanced Search.

· Article Locator is the interface that will allow you to search for the author and title of an article simultaneously (you cannot do this in the Advanced Search).  You can enter the exact title, or title keywords. 
Narrowing Results:

JSTOR automatically searches ALL content in ALL journals in ANY field (i.e. the citation {author/title/abstract/} and the full-text including footnotes, bibliography and text of captions.)

Use the narrow function to focus your results:


· Narrow by Fields (author, title, abstract, caption).  Please note that only 10% of articles have abstracts.  

· Narrow by Types.  Please note that “Other items” includes front and back matter, advertisements, auction and gallery adds, etc.

· Narrow by Publication Date.

· Narrow by Journal Title or Discipline.

Fielded Searches:

· It is not possible to search for terms in two separate fields at once in the Advanced Search.  To search for the author and title of an article simultaneously use the Article Locator.  


· The EXPERT search will also allow you to combine fields by using Field Names.  To find field names go to Search Help and click on by Field.  If you don’t use a field name, you are essentially doing a keyword anywhere search, that is, a keyword in all fields (the citation and the full-text.)

· Some field names to know:  

· Ti = title

· Au = author

· Ca = caption

· E.g. ti:caravaggio au:”keith christiansen” will retrieve citations that have the term caravaggio somewhere in the Title, and the phrase “keith christiansen” in the Author field.

· To search for more than one term in a field, enclose it in parentheses:
E.G.


ti:(caravaggio “saint matthew”) au:”troy thomas”
The above search will find the term caravaggio and the phrase “saint matthew” anywhere in the title field of citations that have the phrase “troy thomas” in the author field.

Without parentheses:

E.G.


ti:caravaggio “saint matthew” 

The search engine will find the term caravaggio in the title field and the phrase “saint matthew” in any field.

MMA PUBLICATIONS IN JSTOR:

Notable Acquisitions  1965-1985  (stand-alone issue)

(N.B. There is inconsistent access to MMA Annual Reports because many of the Annual Reports were not published as part of the Bulletin.)

As a rule, it is possible to search for Met objects by accession number, provided of course that the number is included somewhere in the article.  You can search by accession number in almost any of the JSTOR search interfaces, though I recommend Advanced and Expert.  In the Advanced search, use either the "All of these words" or the "Exact phrase" text entry boxes.  Enter the number exactly as you see it, with the periods.  

JSTOR is essentially performing a keyword search on the full-text, which includes both words and numeric strings.  Unless you specify a specific field to search (e.g. title), a default full-text search will search absolutely everything - articles, footnotes, bibliography, captions.  As the accession numbers are often included in captions, they will thus be retrieved.

E.G.  

Accession number: 54.1.2
Object: The Hours of Jeanne d'Evreux


N.B. Use “Page of First Match” to get to the first page in the article where the accession number appears.

ANOMALIES WITH INDEXING OF MMA PUBLICATIONS:
(JSTOR is aware of the problem and currently working on it.)

The JSTOR search rule states that, unless specified otherwise, the search engine will search for your terms in all fields, i.e. the text, footnotes, bibliographies, and captions.  As the accession numbers of MMA objects are usually included in the caption text, they should be retrieved by the default full-text JSTOR search.  

This rule seems to work for "most" of the Bulletin issues.  However, it does not work consistently for those issues of the Bulletin that are dedicated to Recent Acquisitions.

E.G. A search on the following objects from the Recent Acquisitions issue of Autumn 1994 and Autumn 1995 respectively, are retrieved with a full-text search: 1994.142, 1994.207.  

Yet the following objects, also respectively from the Recent Acquisitions issue of Autumn 1994 and Autumn 1995; 1993.1097, 1994.309, are not retrieved in the full-text search.  They are only retrieved when you narrow your search to Caption only (which is an error in indexing as captions ought to be included in the default full-text search).  

As for the stand alone issues of Recent Acquisitions (1985-1988) and Notable Acquisitions (1965-1985), the following objects were successfully retrieved in a default full-text search:

1970.181.1 and 68.537 from Notable Acquisitions No. 1965/1975 


But object # 1977.421 from Notable Acquisitions 1975-1979 was not retrieved in a full-text search, nor in a search on caption.

In summary, search by accession number appears to be inconsistent in some of the stand-alone issues of Recent Acquisitions, as well as the Recent Acquisitions issues that are part of the Bulletin.  Accession numbers in other issues of the Bulletin seem to be retrieved properly.  

EXERCISES:  

For all of these, there are many ways to accomplish the same results.

1) Find the following article:
Hartigan, Lynda Roscoe.  “Going Urban: American Folk Art and the Great Migration”, American Art, Volume 14, No. 2 (Summer, 2000), pp. 26-51.

· Click on Browse and navigate to article.


· In Article Locator:

· Type Hartigan in the Author field

· Type american folk art migration in the Title field


· In Advanced Search: 

· Type urban folk art in the All of these words box

· Check off Title
· Check off Art and Art History Periodicals
· In Expert Search: 

· Type ti:(urban folk) au:hartigan 

· Check off Art and Art History Periodicals

2) Find articles (not including reviews) written by Everett Fahy.
· In Advanced Search: 
· Type everett fahy in the All of these words box
· Check off Author
· Check off Article
· Select Art and Art History Periodicals. 
· NB. If you put Everett Fahy in The exact phrase box, you would miss the article that has a citation for Everett P. Fahy.
· In Expert Search:
· Type au:(everett fahy)
· Check off Article
· Select Art and Art History Periodicals 
· NB. If you put “Everett Fahy” in quotes, it will search his name as an exact phrase and you would miss the article that has a citation for Everett P. Fahy.
3) Are there any articles that deal with Charles Rennie Mackintosh and his relation to the “Viennese secession”?  (Hint: include other forms such as “Vienna secession” and “Viennese secessionists” for a wider search.)

· In Advanced Search:

· Type vienn???  secession???? in the All of these words box
· In The exact phrase box type Charles Rennie Mackintosh
· Check off Article
· In Expert Search:
· Type:
(“vienna secession” or “viennese secession” or “viennese secessionists”) and “charles rennie mackintosh” 

· Check off Article
· N.B. You can also use the wilcard symbol (?) in the Expert Search.  Thus;

vienn??? secession???? “charles rennie mackintosh”  

4) Are there any reproductions of Mantegna’s Camera Degli Sposi?

· In Advanced Search:

· Type camera degli sposi in The exact phrase box

· Check off Caption
· Select Art and Art History Periodicals
· In Expert Search:

· Type ca:”camera degli sposi”

· Select Art and Art History Periodicals

5) Find an image of Canaletto’s The Building of Westminster Bridge in an advertisement from the Leggatt Brothers in the January 1948 issue of Burlington Magazine.

· In Advanced Search:

· Type canaletto in the All of these words box

· Type leggatt brothers in The Exact Phrase box


· Check off Other Items
· Enter 1948/01 in the first and second Date fields
· Expand the Art and Art History Periodicals category and select Burlington Magazine
· In Expert Search:

· Type canaletto "leggatt brothers"
· Check off Other Items
· Enter 1948/01 in the first and second Date fields
· Expand the Art and Art History Periodicals category and select Burlington Magazine
6) MMA publications examples:

Browse to the first issue of the Bulletin:

· Show the Table of Contents, Director’s note (with image), and List of Acquisitions by Purchase and Gift.  Back matter is useful because it lists Officers of the Museum (Director, President, etc), Curators, and the Librarian.

· Show article, “The Function of the Bulletin”.

· Show article, “Our New Director” (includes image of Caspar Purdon Clarke)
An example in Color:

· Browse to the following issue of the Bulletin: Summer, 1999, Vol. 57, Issue No. 1
British Portraits: In the Metropolitan Museum of Art

· From the Table of Contents, click on “British Portraits: In the Metropolitan Museum of Art” and go to page 2.

Accession number example:

· Search for The Hours of Jeanne d'Evreux by its accession number: 54.1.2 
· Use “Page of First Match” to get to the first page in the article where the accession number appears.
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
